














Jacquard knit
Jacquard knit is where you have a pattern, which can be a all over print
like as aztec for A/W collection which can be used on jumers, cardi’s
and dresses, or can be a placement graphic. It’s just using a printon a
knit base instead of sweat/jersey etc.

Embroidery Stitch
Embroidery is where you have a design which is decorating fabric using
a needle with thread or yarn. It come in many forms, more common type
such as cross and stab stitch, but also running stitch, overlooking stitch.
The thread comes in different thickness, which are twisted together which
is known as ply. For a fine stitch, it's usually 2 ply, medium stitch 4/5 ply,
and a thick stitch it will be roughly 8ply. The yarn comes in different fabric,
from wools, polyester, acrylics, cottons, linens, marl,satin, but commonly
we stick to cotton.

The yarn is mainly wool, acrylic or lurex (as picture), and it's



Sequins & Reverse Sequins

Sequins are plastic flat shape discs, which Come in mainly shapes and sizes, from the classic circle to hexagon,pearl

& rectangles. They come in all sorts of colours and even hologram Shades, transparent and even glitter base, and

I've even seen photographic designed transferred onto Sequins, but in hindsight this would be expensive to produce
.Your supplier should provide you with a sequin reference book, where each one has its own code which the supplier
refers to on your artwork spec (see artwork spec for examples) important reference you need to remember, if your
doing any design which Includes Sequins for toddlers, you have to make Sure the Sequins are stitched down x4
times for safely reasons but older girls/ladies this can be stitches x2.

Reverse Sequins Where a normal sequin is stitched down flat on the base fabric, reverse sequins move both sides
horizontally. Both sides have a different colour, so when you blush the sequin up and down, it shows a modern &
eye catching technique.
